Study Guide – Reference Verses 
 
2 Samuel chapters 11 / 12 
[David sins with Bathsheba, and sends her husband Uriah to his death. The Lord 
sends Nathan the prophet to confront David. David confesses his sins, and God 
forgives him.]  
 
Psalm 139:3 NLT You see me when I travel and when I rest at home. You know 
everything I do. 
 
Luke 8:17 For nothing is secret that will not be revealed, nor anything hidden 
that will not be known and come to light. 
 
2 Samuel 12: 5 So David’s anger was greatly aroused against the man, and he 
said to Nathan, “As the Lord lives, the man who has done this shall surely die!  
..  7 Then Nathan said to David, “You are the man! 
 
1 John 1:9 If we confess our sins, He is faithful and just to forgive us our sins 
and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness. 
 
Hebrews 7:25 Therefore he is able to save completely those who come to God 
through him, because he always lives to intercede for them. 
 
Isaiah 59:1-2 1Behold, the Lord’s hand is not shortened, That it cannot save; 
Nor His ear heavy, That it cannot hear. 2But your iniquities have separated 
you from your God; And your sins have hidden His face from you, So that He 
will not hear. 
 
John 19:20 (NIV) A jar full of sour wine stood there, so they put a sponge full 
of the sour wine on a hyssop branch and held it to his mouth. 
 
Luke 7:47 Therefore I say to you, her sins, which are many, are forgiven, for 
she loved much. But to whom little is forgiven, the same loves little.” 
 
2 Corinthians 7: 10 For godly sorrow produces repentance leading to 
salvation, not to be regretted; but the sorrow of the world produces death.

Psalm 51:17 “The sacrifices of God are a broken spirit; a broken and contrite 
heart, O God, you will not despise.  
 
 Isaiah 57:15 For thus says the One who is high and lifted up, who inhabits 
eternity, whose name is Holy: “I dwell in the high and holy place, and also 
with him who is of a contrite and lowly spirit, to revive the spirit of the lowly, 
and to revive the heart of the contrite.
